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Your descent from the summit now retraces your upwards route until you get back to the house with the wind turbine. Have fun!
15 9.3  At the house with the wind turbine, turn left, back down the asphalt road you came up.

16 9.4  In about 100 yards after your left turn, you will reach the concrete track with the sign to the church (“Piza” in the wording, but the sign is now turned away from you). Turn left along this track.

17 9.7  The dirt road forks – take the right fork away from the Vryssinas ridge.

18 9.8  Another fork – take the left fork (but not the immediate left turn that peters out in a cleared area with some earth and rocks).

19 10.3  Church of St George. Pass this (worth a stop – very pretty) and carry on. Generally, on this track, there are lots of turns left and right to various fields and olive groves. Ignore all of these and just carry on along the most obvious track.

20 10.6  Take the concrete track that forks right and downhill.

21 10.7  The dirt road forks, take the right fork.

22 10.9  Pass a pretty little whitewashed church.

23 11.4  Ignore a track heading off down and to the right – stay on the upper (main) track.

24 11.5  Ignore a track rising up to the left – stay towards the right and slightly downhill. From this point, you will start to hear traffic noise as you are at the back of Armeni village and heading for the main Spili/Rethymno road.

25 11.7  Right turn in amongst the village houses (there is an arched wooden door in a stone surround in front of you).

26 11.8  “Stop” sign at the main Spili/Rethymno road. Go straight across this road. (TAKE GREAT CARE!!). Once across, there is a three way split – left goes into some houses that border the road, straight ahead is a tarmac road and right is a concrete road that soon becomes a dirt track. Take this concrete/dirt road to the right.

27 12.1  Turn left on the asphalt road toawrds Kastellos village.

28 12.5  When you reach the “Kastellos 2” road sign, instead of taking the left fork up the steep hill (the way you came down), take the right fork which meanders through the fields with a much more gentle gradient. (Your legs will thank you!). At the junction, turn right past the “O Kastellos” taverna and head back through the village to Footscapes.

Change GPS track to “Return” at this point.
